To make the revue a success, we need everybody’s support and cooperation. Costumes will be 

rented from Hollywood Costumes and some costumes will even have to be handmade. We will also 

need good quality music, decorations, props, make-up, décor etc.   
 

The Gr. 4 to Gr. 12-learners will be at school from early evening until the end of each performance 

and therefor a light dinner will be provided to these learners on the 4 evenings.

DIVORCE 

Children often feel or actually are voiceless when their parents’ divorce.  It is a highly emotional time 

for parents, and kids sometimes become part of the conflict, as each parent decides what he or she 

thinks is in the best interests of the children. There are some parents who can continue to parent 

their children and maintain a civil, if not friendly, relationship with the person from whom they are 

disengaging the rest of their life. For those who cannot, it appears children have a great 

deal to say about this. If and when they do tell you what they think, it is a good idea to 

really listen to some of the words of wisdom they have to offer. Here are some examples 

based on Cooperative Parenting & Divorce Parent’s Guide (Boyan & Termini, 1999). 

Kids don’t want….. 

1. … to see their parents fighting. It makes them feel bad about themselves. 

2. … to hear about money or child support. They feel less like kids and more like possessions. 

3. … you to ask them questions about what is going on at their other parent’s home. They feel like 

they are being asked to spy. 

4. … to be used as a messenger for anything needing to go back and forth between their homes. It 

means they’re the ones who have to deal with the reaction of the other parent, and it makes 

them feel scared and anxious.  

5. … to feel bad for loving their other parent. They feel protective of both parents, can’t figure out 

what is the right thing to do, and feel guilty. 

6. … to be stopped from seeing their other parent. It is too upsetting to be caught in the middle 

with everything and this too. 

7. … to be called constantly by the parent they aren’t with. They want to be able to love you both 

completely and without guilt. 

8. … to hear either of their parents blaming the other for what is wrong with their lives. They think 

they’re too young to have to deal with all that, and it is very upsetting to them. 

9. … either of you to ignore the other when you are at one of their sporting or other kinds of 

events. Just act like normal adults and don’t embarrass them.

10. … to have to worry about what they can or cannot bring with them when they go back and 

forth between your homes. They just want to be able to have their things when they want 

them. 

11. … to be asked questions that make them choose between you, especially about where they 

want to live.

EGSKEIDING 
Kinders voel dikwels  ‘stemloos’ wanneer hulle ouers skei.  Dit is 'n hoogs-emosionele tyd vir ouers, 
en kinders voel soms deel van die konflik, soos elke ouer besluit wat hy/sy dink in die beste belang 
van die kinders is.  Sommige ouers kan voortgaan om goeie ouers te wees en ‘n ordentlike en 
vriendelike verhouding met die persoon van wie hulle ontkoppel die res van hul lewe in 
stand te hou. Vir diegene wat nie kan nie, blyk dit of kinders 'n groot deel te sê het hier oor.  
Hier is 'n paar voorbeelde wat gebaseer is op die boek Co-operative Parenting & Divorce 
Parent’s Guide (Boyan & Termini, 1999). 
 

Kinders wil nie….. 

1. ... hulle ouers sien baklei nie. Dit veroorsaak dat hulle sleg voel oor hulself. 

2. ... hoor oor geld of onderhoud nie.  Hulle voel minder soos kinders en meer soos besittings. 

3. ... dat jy vir hulle vrae vra oor wat aan die gang is by die ander ouer se huis nie. Hulle voel 

hulle word gevra om te spioeneer. 

4. ... gebruik word as 'n boodskapper heen en weer tussen hul huise nie.  Dit beteken hulle 

moet die ander ouer se reaksie hanteer en dit laat hulle bang en angstig voel. 

5. ... sleg voel omdat hulle die ander ouer ook lief het nie.  Hulle voel beskermend teenoor 

beide ouers, maak nie saak wat die ouer gedoen het nie. 

6. ... verhoed word om die ander ouer te sien nie. Dit is ook ontstellend om gevange te wees in 

die middel van alles. 

7. ... voortdurend gebel word deur die ouer by wie hulle nie is nie.  Hulle wil in staat wees om 

albei ouers ten volle lief te hê, sonder om skuldig te voel. 

8. ... hoor dat ouers mekaar blameer vir wat met hul lewens verkeerd is nie.  Kinders is te jonk 

om al die inligting te verwerk en dit is baie ontstellend vir hulle. 

9. ... hê dat ouers mekaar ignoreer wanneer hulle by sportbyeenkomste/sosiale geleenthede is 

nie.  Tree soos volwassenes op en moet nie die kind in die verleentheid bring nie. 

10. ... hul bekommer oor wat hulle mag of nie mag saambring wanneer hulle heen-en-weer 

tussen twee huishoudings beweeg nie.  Hulle wil hulle persoonlike items wat vir hul 

belangrik is graag saamneem. 

11.  ... vrae gevra word sodat hulle moet kies tussen die ouers nie.  Veral nie waar hulle graag sal 

wil woon nie, dit is onregverdig om hulle in daardie posisie te plaas.
